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Demographic Features 

he first General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments was carried 

out in the Sultanate of Oman in December 1993. The detailed results of the General 

Census have been published over two years time. According to the census, the 

population of Oman was about two million of which about 27% were non-Omanis. 

Before that first census, demographic information and population estimates and 

projections were based on survey results such as the 1985 ñDemographic Surveyò 

and the 1988 ñChild Health Surveyò. 

In 2003, the second General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 

was carried out in the Sultanate of Oman, The census reference night was 7/12 - 

8/12, 2003. Results showed that the total population were 2,340,815 of which 

23.9% are non-omani Using the census results, population distribution and 

characteristics have been projected for mid 2008 details of which are presented in 

the tables 1-1 to 1-4. 

According to mid year population for 2009 the Omani population shows a sex ratio 

of 102 males per 100 females. It is a young population, about 12.0% and 34.5% of 

the population are under-5 years and under-15 years, respectively and only 3.8% 

are 60 years and over. More that quarter (28.8%) of the total Omani population are 

females in the reproductive age group (15-49 years). They represent nearly 58.3% 

of all females and about 50.2% of them are expected to be married. According to 

National census 2003, the Singulate Mean Age at first Marriage (SMAM) is 25 

years for females and 28 years for males. The rise of the singulate mean age (20.7 

for female and 24.7 for male according to 1993 census) might be one of the factors 

responsible for the decline in fertility rate in Oman. The Total Fertility Rate (TFR) 

of Omani women was estimated from 1993 census data to be 6.9 and has declined 

to 3.56 according to 2003 census and has farther decline to 3.3 during 2009. 

The Crude Birth Rate (CBR) is estimated to be 29.5 per 1000 Omani population 

during 2009. The CBR showed a drop of 26.8% over the past sixteen years (1993 

CBR= 40.3). This is also accompanied by a decline in the Crude Death Rate (CDR) 

from 7.3 in 1993 to 3.0 per 1000 Omani population in 2009. This represented a 

58.9% decline in the past sixteenth years.
